Topics 

range from ñThe Evolution of the Big 

Band Eraò and ñThe Golden Age of Ra-

dioò to complete programs on personalities 

such as Frank Sinatra, George Gershwin, 

Cole Porter, Glenn Miller, etc. (Note: Full 

list on line at memory-lane.org) 

Whatôs the best business advice your parents 

gave? Always try to do your very bestéand 

enjoy, if possible, what you do. 

What personality trait helps you the most? 

Being a ñham.ò I love the stage experience. 

Whatôs the hardest part of the job? Marketing 

myself. 

The easiest? The actual presenting and the crea-

tion of the presentations. I have over 25 and each 

required a minimum of 80 hours to produce. 

They are created with PowerPoint and use exten-

sive audio and video elements. 

Where do you speak? The communities vary 

from cruises, libraries, senior residences, clubs, 

theatersðor anywhere the fans of the music, 

movies and performers of yesteryear gather. 

My best compliment? It has come from a num-

ber of cruise passengerséthey referred to me as 

ñThe Jonathan Schwartz of the sea.ò I canôt 

think of a higher compliment. In regard to 

cruises, Iôve been an enrichment speaker for 

Celebrity and Princess for the past five yearsé
